This month, the book is Code Name Verity,
a historical fiction novel set during WWII.

On Oct. 11th, 1943, a British spy plane crashes in Nazi-occupied France.
Its pilot and passenger are best friends. One of the girls has a chance at
survival. The other has lost the game before it's barely begun.

If this seems like something you’d be interested in, grab a copy of the
book from Ms. Rose in the library.  On January 25, join us in the library
during lunch to eat and discuss the book.

The January lunchtime book club read is Dread Nation by Justina Ireland. It is
a historical fiction horror book, a zombie book set in the American Civil War era. It

follows Jane McKeene, a black girl who was taken from her family and trained as an
Attendant, trained in both weaponry and etiquette to protect the well-to-do. It's a chance
for a better life for Negro girls like Jane. After all, not even being the daughter of a
wealthy white Southern woman could save her from society’s expectations.

If this sounds like a book you might enjoy, come to Mrs. Bloom-Johnson's
room (143) to pick up a copy and join her and others at lunch on January 25
to discuss this spine-tingling read.
